Home Study FAQ
What is Home Study?

The NCSA Home Study Program is a blend of a site based and home based education. You get the best of both worlds! Three days a week, students work from home completing their work in a comfortable setting of their choice while two days a week; students come into the classroom where they take advantage of everything our school has to offer. Students have their choice of music electives, art class and movement classes while interacting with other students in both the classroom and on the playground.

Why choose Home Study?

Families choose Home Study for a variety of reasons. Some families like the control of their child’s education, some travel as a family during the school year, some students have interests outside of school that keep them from a traditional setting, some students need more attention. Whatever your reasons for choosing the NCSA Home Study Program, we will work with you to try andmeet your needs.

What is your enrichment program?

On Tuesday and Thursdays from 8:30 am to 3:15 pm, Home Study meets in our room downstairs. A typical day might include a Movement Class with our movement instructor, a music class of their choosing (violin, cello, recorder, guitar, taiko, or clarinet), and an art class with our artist in residence. We also provide academic instruction in Language Arts, Math, and Social Studies. The Home Study classes also attend school assemblies and we have many field trips throughout the year. Prior field trips have been to the California Caverns, Mondavi Center, Sacramento Community Theater, Grey Lodge Bird Sanctuary and many other local events.
How do I meet the state requirements?

Each parent receives a packet which includes the state standards for their students’ grade level. The state requires that students work for a minimum of 3 hours per day on their school work. In addition, the state requires that the work is recorded, signed by the parent and turned in every 20 days during our monthly face-to-face meeting at which time we discuss current progress, struggles and plan for the following month. We ask for 8 samples per subject per month. 

How do I know we’re on the right track academically?

Periodically throughout the year, we do academic testing to make sure they are on grade level in math and reading. Students are also required to take all school evaluations, STAR testing and writing samples.
