The first six weeks we will practice routines for how to “be” in second grade with me.  We will work on respect and cooperation. I will follow three stages; whole class learning, small group & independent work, independence and responsibility.  I want the students to feel safe, respected and encouraged to learn lifelong.  We will create rules, have morning meetings and slowly move into the core of the curriculum.  If we jump in quickly without training in the three stages we end up having to spend a lot of time back tracking.  So, stick with me and understand that we will move into academic groups, spelling groups, math groups, reading groups, no later than the seventh week of school.  Because we already know math groups I will take volunteers after the first few weeks.  All of this and much more will be discussed at back to school night on Wednesday, August 31st at 5pm.


I did not schedule a class picnic for the start of this year.  I feel that the kids know each other, know me fairly well and we have no new students entering the class.  If one of you would like to set one up please feel free and be sure to let me know about it as well.  I will have the sign ups for parent volunteer jobs and other informational pieces all at back to school night.   I look forward to seeing you and your children on the first day of school.
